GOVERNMENT’S LETTER OF EXPECTATIONS
BETWEEN

THE MINISTER OF ENERGY, MINES AND PETROLEUM RESOURCES
(AS REPRESENTATIVE OF THE GOVERNMENT OF BRITISH COLUMBIA)

AND

THE CHAIR OF THE OIL AND GAS COMMISSION
(AS REPRESENTATIVE OF THE COMMISSION)

PURPOSE

This Government's Letter of Expectations (Letter) between the Government of British Columbia
(Government) and the Oil and Gas Commission (Commission) is an agreement on the respective
roles and responsibilities of each party and the Letter serves as the basis of agreement between
the Government and the Commission on corporate mandate, including high-level performance
expectations, public policy issues and strategic prir:-ritiesl, It will be reviewed annually and
updated as required. The Letter is the basis for the development of the Commission’s Service
Plans and Annual Service Plan Reports. The Letter applies to the Government and the
Commission. This Letter does not create any legal or binding obligations on the part of the
Government or the Commission, but rather is intended to define and promote a positive and

co-operative working relationship.

COMMISSION ACCOUNTABILITIES

Government confirms the Oil and Gas Commission’s mandate as defined in the Ol and Gas
Commission Act are to:
(a) regulate oil and gas activities and pipelines in British Columbia in a manner that
(i) provides for the sound development of the oil and gas sector, by fostering a
healthy environment, a sound economy and social well being,
(ii) conserves oil and gas resources in British Columbia,
(iii) ensures safe and efficient practices, and
(iv) assists owners of oil and gas resources to participate equitably in the
production of shared pools of oil and gas,
